OVERFLOW LOT INVENTORY

The Board of Directors will conduct an inventory of the overflow lot. It will occur on 
APRIL 16TH
Inventories will be conducted periodically without advance notice in the future.
Per our Rules & Regulations, anything stored in the overflow lot must belong to an IVCA owner and have a parking sticker, identifying the owner/unit number, attached to, and clearly visible, the rear of the item, ie, car, truck, trailer, boat and trailer, kayaks…whatever is stored in the overflow lot.
If it is something that requires licensing, the license must be current.
Vehicles and trailers, or trailers with boats, should be parked so the front faces west.
The first two rows, behind the fence, are reserved for cars and trucks.
IF you have something in the overflow lot, please make sure it meets all the R&R requirements prior to the inventory.
IF an item is not registered (re no parking sticker), or has no license plate, or the license is expired, thereby indicating it DOES NOT belong to an IVCA owner, IT WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE PREMISES.
A cursory review revealed the following R&R violations:
1. Kayaks with no stickers
2. A boat & trailer at the east end with no sticker
3. A trailer with no license plate or sticker
4. A trailer licensed, but probably expired (cannot tell), and no sticker
5. An old police car at the east end, with no license plate, facing east
6. A covered car/truck along the south fence with no visible sticker (maybe under the cover??)
It is all of our responsibility to know who uses the overflow lot and whatever is stored there is registered, belonging to an IVCA owner.
